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When an investigator rents a vehicle from one of the University’s preferred vendors (Budget/Avis Rent-A-Car, or Enterprise Rent-A-Car in Guelph) or leases a vehicle from Arthur Chrysler to transport participants for the purposes of research, the sponsoring Department will be responsible for the $1000 deductible in the event of an accident. Please ensure that all drivers are listed on the rental agreement, and that all drivers have a valid driver's license suitable to the vehicle being rented. If a personal vehicle is used, it is the responsibility of the vehicle owner to ensure all drivers have a valid driver’s license and the vehicle is properly insured and safe to drive.  When a personal vehicle is used for University business, it is the researcher’s responsibility to ensure that the University and the participants are not exposed to any undue risks. It will be at the Department’s discretion to reimburse the owner of the vehicle for the use of their vehicle for University business at the current rate. The Department will not be responsible for deductibles should an accident occur.
